Workforce Solutions Presents Over $15,000 to
Regional Schools for Winning Careers in Action Videos

Abilene, Texas—Workforce Solutions of West Central Texas rolled out the red-carpet

Additional winners for
“Best in Industry” and “Best in School” categories included: Clyde ISD, Gustine ISD, Ira ISD,
Lueders-Avoca ISD, Munday I1SD, Roscoe CISD, Rule ISD, Stamford ISD, and Trent ISD. The Red
Carpet Premiere featured a screening of all video finalists, check presentations, and remarks from
Rep. Stan Lambert. Students, teachers, administrators, and community members were in attendance
for the event.

“The Careers in Action video contest is a fun and engaging way for students to explore career
opportunities,” said Workforce Solutions of West Central Texas Executive Director Mary Ross. “Not

only are students learning how education connects to careers, they are also developing employability
